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The graph above shows the percentage of children who received second-dose measles vaccinations in six regions in 2000 and
in 2020. The percentage of vaccinated children in the Western Pacific was lower than that of Europe in 2000, but the vaccination
percentage in 2020 of the Western Pacific exceeded that of Europe by 3 percentage points. Among all regions, South-East Asia
achieved the second biggest increase in its percentage of vaccinated children over the two decades, and it ranked third in the

percentage of vaccinated children among the six regions in 2020. In the Eastern Mediterranean, the percentage of vaccinated

children more than doubled from 2000 to 2020. The percentage of vaccinated children in the Americas was the highest among
the six regions in 2000, but it increased the least of all regions over the two decades. in Africa, the percentage of children who

received the vaccine in 2020 was more than seven times higher than in 2000, but was still the lowest among the six regions in

2020.

Janaki Ammal, one of India’s most notable scientists, was born in 1897, and was expected to wed through an arranged marriage.

Despite living at a time when literacy among women in India was less than one percent, she decided to reject tradition and

attend college. In 1924, she went to the U.S. and eventually received a doctorate in botany from the University of Michigan.

Ammal contributed to the development of the sweetest sugarcane variety in the world. She moved to England where she co-
authored the Chromosome Atlas of Cultivated Plants. Following a series of famines, she returned to India to help increase food
production at the request of the Prime Minister. However, Ammal disagreed with the deforestation taking place in an effort to

grow more food. She became an advocate for the preservation of native plants and successfully saved the Silent Valley from the

construction of a hydroelectric dam.
